You must attend at least one training session with Peter or Joey before reading at
PJ story time.
The Story Teen leader is in charge of keeping track of time and of determining the
order of the readers.
Peter will choose the leader for each session. If you would like to be considered,
please let him know.
Any Story Teen is welcome to come to story time just to listen/observe.
Schedule changes MUST be done at least one week in advance.
In case of illness of emergency, please contact Peter or Joey ASAP.
Please dress appropriately when you come into work: clean clothes without holes
or inappropriate slogans, no bare midriffs and no swimwear. Use your judgment.
Anyone inappropriately dressed will be asked to change or go home.
You will be doing PAJAMA STORY TIME so you are encouraged to wear pajamas
and slippers and to bring a stuffed animal. Please make sure that your pajamas
adhere to the above policy.
While you are at the library for story time, you are here for the kids. Please keep
socializing to @ minimum.
Punctuality is very important. Please call if you will be more than 5 minutes late.
Two unexplained tardies (arriving more than 10 minutes late with no call) will
result in exclusion from the Story Teen Program.
