You are responsible for checking the schedule for errors.
Schedule changes MUST be done at least 2 weeks in advance. In the case of
illness or emergency, the library must be contacted as soon as possible so that we
can contact patrons.
Homework Club starts at 4pm on Wednesdays. Teen Tutors should arrive no later
than 3:45pm to help set up. Tutors are expected to stay until 5:30pm.
Please dress appropriately when you come into work: clean clothes without holes
or inappropriate slogans, no bare midriffs and no swimwear. Use your judgment.
Anyone inappropriately dressed will be asked to change or go home.
